COURSE DESCRIPTION/OUTLINE:

This class is designed to provide students with the opportunity to stage a musical production from start to finish. Students audition for specific leading roles. The remaining students will perform as the ensemble chorus and will fill any needed supporting singing roles.
TEXT/REQUIRED SUPPLIES:

· Libretto and pencil. Libretto required for class daily.

· Bandaids, tissue, hand sanitizer, dance shoes.

· Students will be required to supply their own costumes for select productions. 

· Individual props will be provided by students.
GRADING:

·  35% = Daily Grade
· 45% = Major Tests/Dress Rehearsals/Performances

· 20% = Final Exam
MANDATORY ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION: All Major Test Grades

· Mandatory Choreography: Friday – Sunday, August 19 – 21

· Costume/Personal Props due Tuesday, September 20th 

· Mandatory Dress Rehearsals: Sun, Oct 2nd …1-6 pm, Mon, Oct 3rd…6-10 pm

· Performances: Tues – Thur, Oct 4th – 6th…6:00 Check-in, 6:30 Mic Check, 7:30 Curtain

RULES/PROCEDURES:
· Each student plays a role in teamwork, showing responsibility for their contribution to the group by demonstrating a positive attitude, being supportive of their peers, and practicing professionalism in all areas of production.
· Students are to learn their parts – dialogue, music and choreography. All parts must be memorized quickly. 
· Students are responsible for their rental score/libretto. This is checked out to each student who signs an acceptance of responsibility form. Replacement cost to the publisher is $100 per score/libretto and is the responsibility of the student. Librettos should be brought to class daily.
· Students are responsible for order/neatness to their assigned dressing room space
· The major portion of your grade in this class is based on your participation, responsibility, and performance achievement. Points are deducted from your daily grade for: being “off-task”, not being prepared with your assignment, chewing gum, and not bringing your score/libretto to class, disrupting or delaying rehearsals. Inappropriate behavior will result in verbal warning/counseling, phone call to parents, detention or referral to Principal.
· Closely follow the rehearsal/assignment schedule that you are given on the first day of class. Course deadlines are listed.
· Students are responsible for the proper care of rental costumes (hanging costumes correctly), and are responsible for replacement damages of costumes of $150+.
· IDs should be worn at all times except during dance routines. No cell phones/electronic devices allowed in class at any time. “Leave your hat at the door.”
MAKE UP POLICY: Students will have two days to make up work missed when absent. Daily attendance is crucial to the success of each production.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES:
